I took a trip to the Phoenix Air Factory in the 

Czech Republic last month, and was very 

impressed with my flight in the new Phoenix 

Motorglider.  The best way for me to describe this 

aircraft to you is by comparing it to the Lambada.  

The Phoenix is all carbon fiber (Lambada had 

fiberglass fuselage) so it is both stronger and 

lighter.  The tail section was noticeably stiffer 

when I shook the stabilizer.  Wing step entry and 

exit is simpler.  Canopy is hinged at the front so 

that the failure to latch the canopy won’t end up 

being a $5,000 “aw crap” mistake.  Cockpit 

dimensions are increased substantially.  3” more 

width at the shoulder, 2” more head room, and 

ground adjustable rudder pedals, providing 

another two inches worth of leg room.   Quick 

removal long wingtips provide the same 15M or 

49’ wingspan, but reduce the span to just 35’ 

when tips are off resulting in easy storage in small 

hangars.  Wings include full span flaperons, in 

addition to larger air brake, enabling steeper / 

slower descents / stalls and improved roll 

response.  Cockpit adjustable cowl flap enables 

pilot to control engine temp and provides for a 

reduction in drag in soaring config.  The Phoenix is 

currently undergoing extensive flight testing, 

flutter testing, and will soon be submitted for 

Special LSA cert.  With luck, we hope to have a 

Phoenix in Boerne by springtime.   Performance 

won’t disappoint! 

SALSA Friend, Steve Cima, conducts

We had quite a scare back in June.  While Steve 
was returning solo to Boerne Stage Field at an 
altitude of 3,500 feet in rough air north of San 
Antonio, he experienced a structural failure 
resulting in loss of elevator and rudder control.  
The good news; Steve responded to the 
emergency as trained, pulled the red handle, and 
floated safely to the ground, uninjured!  This 
incident just reinforces our conviction that all new 
training aircraft should be equipped with whole 
plane recovery chutes.  This is why the SALSA fleet 
will include Magnum or BRS systems as standard 
equipment for rental aircraft, as well as those that 
we may sell to customers.
